A student may be awarded the 4-H scholarship twice.  If a high school senior is not awarded a scholarship, he/she while attending college may apply twice for the scholarship to defray college/trade school expenses. Review of the college students’ applications centers on the college transcript and activities; high school transcript and activities will also be noted.


An individual letter will be sent to the 2023-2024 high school applicants.  If you are in contact with past 4-H members in college and the present 2025 high school seniors, please encourage them to apply in a timely manner with a completed packet of the required materials. Please emphasize the due date Friday, April 10, 2026 must be met.
