County agriculture and the 4-H program by Extension Service Agriculture Adviser Eugene G. Mosbacher. 
Since that time, the outstanding achievements of 127 McLean County 4-H Club members have been 
recognized as they receive this award in honor of Mr. Mosbacher. Mr. Mosbacher passed away in 2002, 
and he is remembered for his many contributions to the program. 
 
The awards are given to encourage graduated senior 4-H members to continue their education beyond 
high school by awarding cash scholarship grants.

Past Awardees: How have your knowledge and skills developed and grown in your field 
of study during your college tenure? Explain and give examples of the growth (your 
personal expansion of learning and experiences over time and your progression from 
simple to more complex learning) you have experienced in at least two projects over 
your college career to date. (Responses not to exceed 1,000 words.)
