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• Buyers purchasing an animal 
must fill out a card after bidding 
to indicate the destination of the 
animal for processing, going to 
market, home with member, 
etc. 

 

•  Youth with a sheep or steer  
project are eligible to participate 
in a Carcass Evaluation class. 
This means that the carcasses 
will be judged at the local meat 
market prior to processing.  

 

• Youth wishing to show livestock 
at the Illinois State Fair or other 
fairs must make arrangements 
with the buyer for a future date 
of obtaining the animal.

     -Swine: by the pound 

      -Poultry: by the pen (3/pen)

like to purchase is in the ring at the 
price you desire, signal the auc-
tioneer by  raising your bidder 
number so that your name can be 
announced and   recorded.
