Buyer names will also be highlighted on a
poster showcasing all who purchased in
that given year. Buyers are provided with
this poster to display as they wish.

Each individual or business who purchases
a Grand Champion animal will receive a
trophy of their own.

Auction
Instructions

Prior to 6pm, please register with auction
service trailer to receive a bidder number.
(when registering, please use the name that
you wish to be announced and advertised
as a buyer later).

Pick up an auction list near bleachers
which shows seller name, weight of

animals, etc.

Animals are sold one specie at a time.

Species are sold in the following

manner:
-Steers: by the pound

-Dairy (cows & goats): products
-Goats: by the head

-Lambs: by the pound

-Swine: by the pound
-Poultry: by the pen (3/pen)

-Rabbit Meat Pen: by the pen
(3/pen)

-Rabbit Single Fryer: by the head

When the animal that you would
like to purchase is in the ring at the
price you desire, signal the auc-
tioneer by  raising your bidder
number so that your name can be
announced and recorded.

Immediately upon your final bid
indicating your purchase, please
proceed to the area behind the auc-
tion stand for photos.

After you have completed bidding
and are satisfied with your
purchases, return to the auction
service trailer to make your pay-
ment. Checks should be made out
to Monroe County Extension &
4-H Education Foundation.
