Requirements to show at the 4-H Fair:  

Members must attend at least 4 club meeting, events, or activities prior to July 1, 2019 to be eligible to                           

participate in the 4-H fair and 4-H auction. 

Let’s protect that beautiful head of yours 

Equine Headgear:  

All 4-H members are required to wear a properly fitted ASTM or SEI standard F1163 (or above) 

certified equestrian helmet whenever mounted or driving at all 4-H horse and pony events, shows, activities, 

or  practices. Original tags must be present in all approved helmets. The 4-H member is responsible to see that 

this specified head-gear is properly fitted with the approved harness fastened snugly in place whenever mount-

ed. Helmet policies apply to all county, area, and state 4-H horse and pony events, shows, and activities. Pro-

tective helmets are recommended for all riders and drivers at all times. It is recommended that all adults working with 4-H 

members model the desired youth behavior by also wearing protective helmets whenever mounted or driving.  

Fair Entry 

To register as a 4-H exhibitor at the Clay County 4-H Fair, each member must enroll in exhibits/classes by 

July 1st.  Select the classes within the project areas you have previously signed up for.  Details for each class 

and the requirements for the exhibits can be found in the 2019 Clay County  4-H Handbook.

The four 
top seniors (age 14-18 on Jan. 1, 2019) will compete as 
the Illinois team at the National 4-H Poultry and Egg 
Conference in November. Registration begins at 4. Check 
out the state 4-H website on the Events page for all the 
details. 

You be the judge at Illinois 4-H State 
Livestock Judging Contest 

The Illinois 4-H Livestock Judging Contest will be held 
Monday, June 17 at the Stock Pavilion in Urbana (1402 
West Pennsylvania Ave.) beginning with registration at 
8:30 a.m.

Each county may enter a 
total of three teams, with no more than two junior 
teams or two senior teams.

Whether you are a first-year 4-H member or a longtime 
member, it’s time to focus on pulling together information 
for your 4-H award applications. Even younger members 
can submit the 4-H Experience Application and be eligible 
for 4-H recognition. Older members can submit both the             
4-H Experience Application and the Illinois 4-H Award           
Application to be eligible for state recognition, scholar-
ships, and/or trips. 

The Illinois 4-H Experience Award Application focuses on 
all of those events and activities that you have experi-
enced during the 4-H year in four areas: Participation, 
Community Service, Leadership, and Project Learning.                     
Depending upon the type and number of experiences you 
can report on, members can receive recognition on the 
Bronze, Silver, Gold, Diamond or Emerald Clover Award 
level. Your family calendar, 4-H notes or county summary, 
checkmarks, and a few written details are all that’s needed 
for even the youngest members to submit this application.

4-H membership is 8 to 18, thus youth who 
were 19 and older on Sept. 1, 2018 and too old for 4-H can 
only enter as FFA alumni. Your entry forms MUST be 
signed by either the county 4-H office where you are a 
member or by your local FFA instructor who must verify 
your membership.

Shooting Sports volunteer training on target for July 20-21 

Help ensure young people are exposed to everything the outdoors and shooting sports has to offer by becoming a certified 4
-H volunteer. Volunteers should apply at their local Extension office who can share ways you can get involved. Volunteers 
must also complete a weekend training July 20-21 at 4-H Memorial Camp in Monticello. Volunteers must be at least 21 years 
of age. Cost is $95. Some counties cover the cost of this program. The deadline is early July, but counties must complete 
screenings prior to registering volunteers, so don’t delay.  

There are six concentrations of study, and volunteers must choose only one discipline to attend per session. These include 
archery, rifle, shotgun, pistol, and hunting and outdoor skills, as well as the overall county coordinator training. Remember, 
volunteers will work with their local Extension 4-H staff to establish or add to an existing shooting sports program in the 
county. Learn more about the Illinois 4-H Shooting Sports program at: https://4h.extension.illinois.edu/programs/shooting-
sports .  

Save the date for fall shooting sports contests 

Test your skill at the State Shooting Sports contests this fall. Read the age restrictions carefully. You may 
participate in one, two, three, or all four contests as long as you’ve received instruction from a certified 4-H 
instructor in THAT discipline. The top performers this fall may be eligible to compete in the 2020 National   
4-H Shooting Sports Contest. Registrations for all State Shoots begins July 15. 

Age Requirements for the State Shoots: 

 Participants must be enrolled members of an active 4-H Shooting Sports Club for the 2019-20 year, so it is important 
youth re-enroll as soon as the new year begins in September. 

 Youth may only compete in the discipline for which they have received instruction from a certified 4-H volunteer in-
structor. For example, youth who are members of a shotgun club led by a state-certified shotgun instructor cannot reg-
ister for the pistol contest unless they have also participated in supervised instruction from a state-certified 4-H pistol 
instructor. 

 Minimum Age: Youth must be at least 14 years of age by Jan. 1, 2020 to compete. 

 Maximum Age: Youth must be no older than 18 on Sept. 1, 2019 to participate. 

 To be selected for the national competition team, youth must not turn 19 before Jan. 1, 2020. Thus, youth in their 
final year of 4-H who turn 19 in September, October, November, or December 2019 may participate in the state con-
test but cannot be selected for the national contest.

Shotgun will be held September 14 at the Brittany Shooting Park, Bunker Hill  
Archery will be held September 21 at the Pekin Archers in Pekin. 
Rifle & Pistol will be held September Oct. 12 -13 at the Central Illinois Precision Shooting (CIPS), Bloomington

to save the original file in case we need it later. 
 Include your first name, your county, and your 4-H club name.  
 A parent or friend can record you—you’re not being evaluated on the video but on your 4-H story. Of course, the 

more creative the video content, the better your chance of winning. 
 It’s okay to tell your story over time. For example, you may want to be show a lamb when it’s born, as you work on 

it, then in the show ring and put all those clips together into your entry. 
 Videos will be accepted through August 1. Winners will be announced and shown at the Illinois State Fair. 
 Finalists may be asked to improve or edit their video to comply with Extension 4-H guidelines before their prize is 

awarded.

Use good animal stewardship practices this summer 

During fair season, 4-H members have an opportunity to showcase our practice of ethical and humane treatment of animals and 
demonstrate our commitment to safe food production practices. While showing livestock, we are under the watchful eye of the 
public. Many people attending a local fair may have no idea how livestock is raised. Practicing these guidelines may prevent pub-
lic misconceptions about livestock production. 

 

1. Provide fresh, clean water to animals at all times. Feed animals on schedule. 

2. Keep your pens clean and dry with good bedding at all times. 

3. Take extra care on days of extreme weather or activity.  

4. Sort and load animals safely and with concern for them. 

5. Train animals to lead or be handled at a young age long before the fair. 

6. Arrange for veterinary care in case of an animal emergency. 

7. Handle animals in a very humane way. 

8. Adhere to all antibiotic, drug, and feed additive withdrawal times. 

9. Avoid stressing the animal. 

10. Keep animals clean; a clean animal is viewed as a healthy animal. 

11. Use show sticks, whips, and canes for showing only and never forcefully hit an animal. 

12. Review your 4-H project manual and follow the care recommendations.  

13. Have a plan of action should a problem arise, and know which fair official or 4-H leader to contact to help solve it 
or answer questions. 

14. Some words, such as “slaughter” or “killed,” may cause a negative reaction from people unfamiliar with food pro-
duction. IF ASKED what happens to your market animal after the fair, consider using words such as “harvested” or 
“sold to packing company.” 

15. If questioned  or challenged by a stranger or group: 

a. Remain calm, be polite, and answer any question the best you can. If you do not know an answer, tell them 
you will find an adult to explain more. 

b. Do not argue or confront an individual or group who may have a different view about livestock production. 
Individuals may try to initiate a confrontation and use video of the incident on social media. If confronted, 
walk away, find an adult in authority, or call 911 if you feel threatened. 

c. It is natural to think that giving people information will change their minds, but in some extreme cases, peo-
ple may not want to learn; they want to confront to gain media attention. It is best to walk away without 
engaging in these situations.
